Sermon 6 - Using God’s Tools to Build God’s Kingdom

Intro: The world puts emphasis on money because it wants to get your money.

· God puts emphasis on money because he wants you to understand stewardship.

· He knows that once you understand stewardship, it will unlock all sorts of growth in your life.

· You shouldn’t be intimidated or bothered when churches talk about money.

God wants you to dream a big dream and do a big thing.

· Why do you live? Why do you exist? Why are you alive? Why is your heart still beating? Why did you get up today?

· If your answer is anything that this world has to offer, you’re limited in your perspective of what matters.

· When you realize that you’re still breathing because you’re building an everlasting kingdom, it allows you to survive the tough times.

· It gets you through the rough patches when you have an eternal perspective. 

2 Cor 9:1-11

· Notice the “ALL’s” and “EVERY’s”!

· You’ve gotta know that each of us has EVERYTHING that we need to accomplish the dream that he’s placed in our hearts.

· God does not call the equipped, he equips the called.

· God does not call the qualified, he qualifies the called.

· God isn’t looking for someone with resources, he’s looking for someone with faith.

· He’ll take care of the resources.

· If he’s put a dream in your heart, he’s already given you what you need to accomplish it.

· You’ve got to give your best, but if you do, God will bless it.

· When your company gives you a car, a computer, a secretary, it’s not so you can do whatever you want with it.


· They give it to you so you can accomplish the task they hired you for!

· It would be crazy to ask a police officer to administer justice without giving them a gun, a car, a taser, a dog.

· God is the same way!

· He’s given you everything you have for a reason.

· He’s set you up to accomplish his purposes.

The “all’s” and “every’s” aren’t just about money

· God doesn’t always drop a check in your mailbox

· But he DOES equip you with what you need to fulfill your dream.

· God gave you a brain, and a rake, and a neighbor with lots of trees!

· God gave you a wide variety of friends to ask for help.

· God gave you teachers, parents, leaders who believe in you and will help sponsor your jog-a-thon, walk-a-thon, rock-a-thon.

Even beyond raising money, God gives us everything we need.

· For those of you with unsaved friends and relatives, God has given you the power of prayer.

· The Bible says we don’t even have to write a speech beforehand, because God will give us the words to say.

· For those of you with other problems, hurts, and hardships, he’s given you what you need to get by.
